KOODOO writes on THE TRAGEDY

/7 SUPPOSE there must be a good number

\ of the Pioneers who read this mag. who

were at Brighton in 1937 and thoroughly
enjoyed themselves.

I wonder what you remember most about it.
Was it the noise and bustle at every meal time ?
Was it the fun we had in the evenings in the dip ?
Or was it the envy with which you watched those
Czech children blowing those trumpets, cornets,
&c., and playing all types of musical instruments.

Do you remember that little child who used to
sit on the shoulders of the tall fellow, banking her
cymbals ? She was great, I thought, She knew
exactly when and how often to bang them together.
And then of course there were all the other Czech
children who were not in the band. Do you
remember Willi Hocke, their leader, who made
himself hoarse and nearly lost his voice through
acting in the dip ?

I expect that you can all call them to mind
now, their beautiful clean camp village, notice
board, their dancing, &c.

I wonder, however, how many of you have
vaguely linked them up with all the stories that
you have been reading of Czechoslovakia in the
newspapers this last few weeks. For those who
have wondered if the friends you met at Brighton
were involved in the affair, let me tell you at once,
they were ! Rightup totheneck. Oh ! you will
say, “ I bet they didn't half have an exciting time.
There must have been lots of soldiers about and
fancy expecting a war in your own town."

Well Pioneers, it was exciting but it was not
enjoyable, you can take it from me. You see, I
have had a visit from one of our friends from
Prague (that is the capital of Czechoslovakia) and
also a letter from Willi Hocke.

Of the thousands of children that
were in the Red Falcons, there are
now only five groups with a member-
ship of just over a hundred. Over
120 groups have been closed down.
“Why ?” you might ask. The fact
is that all the groups that have had
to be closed were in that part of the
country that is now controlled by
Hitler and he does not like the Red
Falcons. In fact, he has had many
of the leaders of the groups who came
to Brighton, arrested and put in
prison.

OF THE
CZECHS.

The fathers of hundreds of those children who
came to Brighton have had to flee the country
to save their lives just because they were Socialists
and their children belonged to the Red Falcons.

Just imagine it. Supposing it was in England
and suddenly one day your father had to leave
you and escape to France to save his life. Perhaps
your mother has to go too, if she was a member of
the Guild or Labour Party.

Your dinner, your tea, your home.
What would become of them ? Who
would look after you ? Well, that’s the
position in Czechoslovakia to-day.
Hundreds of the Red Falcons do not
know where their next meal is going
to come from. Already some hundreds
have been sent into Belgium, so that
they can live at least safely, if not in
comfort. Fancy having to go and live
in a country, miles away from your
friends, unable to speak the language
of your new country.

Now Pioneers, they need our help. They can
only stay in Belgium providing they can be sup-
plied with food, blankets, shelter, &c., and that
all takes money. They have asked me if I can
collect some for them from their fellow comrades
of the Woodcraft Folk. I think I can, I know I
can, and I am asking you now, to save up your
halfpennies or if you are rich, your pennies, and
give them to your Headman to send to me.
Your pals, boys, and girls of that sad country,
need our help, They are co-operative and
socialist children., So are you. Well get to-
gether and help each other. *‘ Freundschaft
the cry of the International Camp means ““Friend-
ship " and friendship means help for them in their
time of need. Don't forget, I'm waiting for those
halfpennies, the price of a lollipop, from you.
Give it to your Headman at the next meeting.
